· Students should demonstrate an understanding and application of advanced-level fiction and non-fiction material in a variety of styles/formats such as articles, reports, essays, and unabridged novels and short stories

· Students should be able to successfully identify the stated and implied main idea and supporting details of advanced-level paragraphs and advanced-level longer academic texts

· Students should be able to successfully employ skimming and scanning techniques to find details and main ideas in an advanced-level text

· Students should demonstrate an understanding and application of vocabulary recognition strategies such as context clues, roots, prefixes, and suffixes to guess the meanings of new terms found in advanced-level texts

· Students should demonstrate an understanding and application of literary devices such as figurative and idiomatic language; and metaphors used in advanced-level literary passages
